•	 Cover and cook on low heat until the vegetables are cooked, 
stirring occasionally to ensure they do not stick to the bottom 
of the pan.

•	 Apply peanut butter on the centre of the baked tacos and 
gently fill with stuffing. Sprinkle fresh coriander to garnish 
before serving.
