Savour flavours from India’s little-explored neighbour right here 
in Delhi with a little help from Chef Ansab Khan, who tells you 
how to whip up your own Burmese delight

crisp Tofu Buns
Crisp tofu buns
Ingredients
For buns:-
Self rising flour: 500 gm
Fresh yeast: 20 gm
Milk: 250 ml
Sugar: 1 tsp
Salt: 1 tsp
Oil: 2 tbsp
Baking powder : ½ tsp
For tofu patty:-
Tofu: 200 gm
Onion chopped: ½
Green chilly chopped: 2
Brown onion: 1 tbsp
Spring onion green: 1 tbsp 
Salt as req 

Black bean paste: ½ tbsp
Sunflower seeds: 1 tbsp
Refined flour: 1 cup
Panko crumbs as req
Oil for frying
Lettuce as req
Coconut mayo or  
regular mayo

MeThOd
dissolve the yeast in milk 
along with the sugar. Pre-
pare a medium soft dough 
using all the ingredients  
mentioned for the bun. 
Cover the dough with a wet 
cloth & leave it to rise until it 

doubles in volume.
Tip the dough out onto a 
clean work surface and 
punch it down. Flatten the 
dough with your hands,  
portion it out in 30-gm bits 
& make round-shaped buns 
by rolling them between 
your palms.

Place on a perforated tray  
& allow to rise again for 
around 30 mins or till it’s 
light. Place in a steamer 
& steam for 10 mins till it’s 
puffed up. Mash the tofu & 
add all the ingredients till 

sunflower seeds, then add 2 
tbsp of refined flour & make 
round patties.

Make a medium thick batter 
of refined flour with water & 
salt, dip the tofu patty in it & 
then coat in panko crumbs. 
Refrigerate for 2 hrs then fry 
as required.

For assembling, steam the 
buns & cut in half. Place let-
tuce at the bottom followed 
by the patty & sliced onion 
& cherry tomato. Top with 
coconut mayo. 

how did you start your  
career?
I started my career at JW Marri-
ott, Mumbai, working in an Italian 
restaurant. Later I joined Ankit 
(Ankit Gupta, co-owner of Burma 
Burma) and have been associ-
ated with Burma Burma from the 
brand’s inception.

Working in Burma Burma is great 
fun. It is not only my work place 
but very close to my heart. From 
ideating on the restaurant to 
visiting Burma to explore the na-
tive food and culture and finally, 
launching the brand, it has been 
an exciting journey.
