Born 
out of the love of design, two notable brothers and co-founders, 
Shantanu Mehra and Nikhil Mehra have rede  ned Indian fashion 
by o  ering a fresh perspective to the bridal and grooms wear 
market. Starting the label in 2000, over the last two decades the 
brand has helmed the title of being the most coveted designer 
for unorthodox drapes, progressivism, and distinctiveness by 
encapsulating the vibrancy of vintage India and blending it with 
modernity.  

Their journey started out in 2000 with a menswear label that 
claimed many accolades, and in 2001, the designer duo expanded 
by launching a women's collection. Ever since the inception of 
the brand, the duo has challenged the age-old perceptions of 
bridal wear and presented a more contemporary and inclusive 
outlook. It is this belief that created the foundation of the 
Shantnu & Nikhil ideology – a gender-  uid approach that o  ers 
sartorial choices. 

Further expanding, the brothers have even launched S&N, their 
bridge-to-luxury line in 2020 across the nation. The brand is a 
natural extension of the designer's couture line, with the design 
ethos especially curated for go-getters, disruptors and those who 
want to explore individual expression through fashion. Adding 
further to their proli  c portfolio, the two forayed into the sports 
segment with their new venture Cricket Club, also known as 
SNCC. 

An ode to the nation’s love for cricket as a sport, it combines rich 
Indian heritage, contemporary craftsmanship and eye-catching 
silhouettes, and introduces the batsman logo that symbolizes 
the spirit of achievement. The lineup uses season-friendly fabrics 
like  at knit and premium silks which highlight athletic-chic-
inspired details.
